2013 North American Safe Boating Campaign (“Wear It!”)

Guidelines and Application – Request for Support/Funding

As part of the 2013 North American Safe Boating Campaign (“Wear It!”), the National Safe Boating Council is offering resources and funding to state agencies, organizations, and other groups to help promote the campaign in their community. The North American Safe Boating Campaign and this project support are produced under a grant from the Sports Fish Restoration and Boating Trust Fund, administered by the U.S. Coast Guard.
The National Safe Boating Council, Inc. (NSBC) is the foremost coalition for the advancement and promotion of safer boating through education, outreach, and training. The National Safe Boating Council accomplishes this mission by:

· Conducting a series of ongoing national campaigns to promote safer boating

· Providing opportunities to work directly with national and international leaders in boating education

· Improving the professional development of boating safety educators

· Distributing safe boating resources and information

· Developing and recognizing outstanding boating safety programs

· Supporting research initiatives that strengthen boating education and safety awareness

The National Safe Boating Council was organized in September 1958 for the purpose of coordinating a national safe boating campaign and has grown into a collective group of organizations and companies with a common goal of enhancing the safety of recreational boating. The NSBC is the only non-profit organization that is uniquely and exclusively dedicated to recreational boating safety.  

The North American Safe Boating Campaign (“Wear It!”) is the leading national campaign designed to meet the needs of the recreational boating community through its broad-based, multi-faceted partnerships. Through these alliances on a variety of national, regional, and community-based scales, the “Wear It!” campaign focuses on a family oriented and family targeted year-round education and safety awareness campaign. The campaign places specific focus on life jacket wear, educating and informing the recreational boating public about the different life jacket options that are currently available, including inflatable life jackets. 

As part of the 2013 campaign effort, the National Safe Boating Council is offering resources and funding to state agencies, organizations, and other groups to help promote the campaign in their community. 

If possible, the National Safe Boating Council will purchase the requested campaign resources and send them to the recipient. If it is not possible for the NSBC to purchase the resources (i.e. – a vehicle wrap, a billboard, etc.), the NSBC will provide direct funding support for the project. 

It is at the NSBC’s discretion to decide whether it can provide resources or funding to support your “Wear It!” request.

The NSBC is interested in new, innovative concepts to promote “Wear It!” but is also interested in supporting those endeavors that have proven successful in the past. For project ideas, visit the “Wear It!” Showcase at http://www.safeboatingcampaign.com/showcase.htm. Also, please consider resources that have already been created for the “Wear It!” campaign. Applications are due no later than 11:59 pm EST March 1, 2013. If mailing your application, it must be postmarked no later than March 1, 2013. All requests will be reviewed by the NSBC no later than March 29, 2013. All support materials must be ordered for delivery before May 10, 2013 unless an exemption has been approved by the NSBC prior to this date. Only those located in the United States or Canada are eligible to be considered for 2013 “Wear It!” Grassroots support.
In addition to the application below, the applicant must consider the following:

- Provide a detailed budget for your request.  There is a total of up to $35,000 to be awarded to approximately 8 – 10 applicants for an average of $3,500 each.  There is no minimum or maximum amount you can request, but please be aware that the NSBC may decide to fund only a portion of the request. It is because of this that it’s important to provide a detailed program budget for your request. Successful applicants will demonstrate the following:

(a) a real need for “Wear It!” support in your area,

(b) how this project will promote “Wear It!” in your area, 

(c) a description of how your project success will be evaluated and measured, and 

(d) amount of matching funding available (if any).

- Items excluded from funding include: payroll costs, transportation costs, administrative costs, costs already included in your organization’s budget, other overhead costs at discretion of NSBC.

- Any entity interested in supporting boating safety (state agency, non-profit organization, for-profit group, federal agency, etc.) is eligible to submit a request for “Wear It!” support. However, groups must sign a statement of non-discrimination (age, sex, disability, gender-bias, etc.) Note: The National Safe Boating Council is aware that some groups may have legal issues with “grant” funding. Before your group can be approved for support, the National Safe Boating Council will work directly to ensure your group is eligible to accept support.

- After Award: the National Safe Boating Council will require the following documentation:


- Midterm Report – The Midterm Report will include what has been accomplished with the support awarded by the National Safe Boating Council. It is due no later than June 28, 2013. A template report will be given to the recipient upon approval of funding request.


- Final Report – The Final Report will include all accomplishments related to the support given by the NSBC to be due no later than September 20, 2013. A template report will be given to the recipient upon approval of funding request.


- Measurement of Results – As supplemental material for the Final Report, the recipient must enact some form of measurement to evaluate program success. This measurement must identify behavioral changes in recreational boaters due to their exposure of the “Wear It!” campaign in the program location.

Examples of Measurement of Results may include (but are not limited to):

- A survey intended to demonstrate how the “Wear It!” outreach effort is changing people’s behaviors

- An observational study conducted to demonstrate how life jacket wear increased due to “Wear It!” outreach efforts

- Recorded testimonials and interviews from people who have viewed the “Wear It!” outreach efforts 

- Number of impressions (the time a message is potentially seen/heard by viewers) of program materials and recall of messages by participants.

- Recipients who fail to submit the required Midterm Report, Final Report, and Measurement Results are liable for reimbursement of the amount of the original award to the National Safe Boating Council.

- The National Safe Boating Council will notify all applicants of their funding status no later than April 5, 2013.
